in the applicant’s professional community and 
our institution, and (d) increasing the diversity of 
the student body and faculty. Qualified candidates 
will possess a Ph.D. in Aerospace Engineering or 
a closely related field. Applicants are encouraged 
to clearly detail how their aerospace-related 
education and experience will be reflected in their 
research and teaching activities at Missouri S&T.
